 These helpful images come to life as they become an ongoing part of our lives.  Just as the gardener and farmer, 

till the soil, plant the seeds, water and feed the soil, allow the sunôs light to bring the plant up out of the ground to burst 

forth in the fullness of its beauty, so God is at work in us.
